Chinese arts and crafts; audio-visual resources, software information,
and visual aids; communicative activities; field trips; and Chinese
culture.  The video covers food and eating, shopping, planning the
day, sites around the city, and “getting there.”  Some of the
information in this resource will require updating by the teacher,
such as computer software, addresses, and some field trip
destinations (The China Times).  Many of the resources listed in unit
four are dated and teachers will need to provide current
replacements.  The music on the audio cassettes lack clarity and
student appeal.
