• elementary and secondary headcount and FTE educators 
• school organization 
• number of elementary divisions. 
 

The information from this form will be used in the following areas: 
• funding considerations 
• communications regarding characteristics of schools 

 
For independent schools, form 1601 is required under the Reports, 
Records and Data Collection Order (I 1/91).  Under this order 
schools are responsible for collecting and submitting the information 
to the Ministry. 
For offshore schools, form 1601 is required under the Offshore 
School Certificate Agreement.

Mistake: The name of the Principal is updated but the school fails to update the 
email address. 

Correct 
Procedure: If the email address for the school is the Principal’s email address, be 

sure to change both the Principal’s name and the email address 
information when updating this form. 

 
Mistake: When updating the preprinted information on this form school personnel 

cross off the outdated information and write the new information in the 
preprint field. When the form is faxed to the ministry we can not read the 
information written in the preprint area. 

Correct 
Procedure: Write the updated information in the white space directly below the 

preprint area.
